Ex 23:25, 26 Worship the LORD your God, and his blessing will be on your food and water. I will take away sickness from among you, and none will miscarry or be barren in your land. I will give you a full life span.
Deu 7:15a The LORD will keep you free from every disease. He will not inflict on you the horrible diseases you knew in Egypt …

Deu 28 (sickness is a curse, health is a blessing)

Jer 33:6 Nevertheless, I will bring health and healing to it; I will heal my people and will let them enjoy abundant peace and security.

Job 42:16 After this, Job lived a hundred and forty years; he saw his children and their children to the fourth generation. 
PS 103:3 who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases.  (Note:  There are more specific instances of healing in the Bible than there are specific instances of forgiveness or individual salvation)
NU 33:55 But if you do not drive out the inhabitants of the land, those you allow to remain will become barbs in your eyes and thorns in your sides. They will give you trouble in the land where you will live.

JDG 3:1 These are the nations the LORD left to test all those Israelites who had not experienced any of the wars in Canaan (he did this only to teach warfare to the descendants of the Israelites who had not had previous battle experience)

PS 144:1 Praise be to the LORD my Rock, who trains my hands for war, my fingers for battle.

1 Tim. 2:4 who wants all men to be sozo. “Sozo” (Greek) ≈ save, heal, make whole or deliver;
Mt 17:16, 18 I brought him to your disciples, but they could not heal him. . . Jesus rebuked the demon, and it came out of the boy, and he was healed at that moment. 

MT 6:10 your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

JN 14:12 I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father.
Ac 10:34 Then Peter began to speak: "I now realize how true it is that God does not show favoritism.
Heb 13:8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.

Deu 29:29 The secret things belong to the LORD our God, but the things revealed belong to us and to our children forever, that we may follow all the words of this law.
Rev 19:10e Berean Study/Literal Bible; For the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. 

Ez 2:6 And you, son of man, do not be afraid of them or their words. Do not be afraid, though briers and thorns are all around you and you live among scorpions. Do not be afraid of what they say or be terrified by them, though they are a rebellious people.”

Josh 23:13 then you may be sure that the LORD your God will no longer drive out these nations before you. Instead, they will become snares and traps for you, whips on your backs and thorns in your eyes, until you perish from this good land, which the LORD your God has given you.
Jdg 2:3 ESV; So now I say, I will not drive them out before you, but they shall become thorns in your sides, and their gods shall be a snare to you.
Ex 28:24 No longer will the people of Israel have malicious neighbors who are painful briers and sharp thorns. Then they will know that I am the Sovereign LORD.

NOTES AND QUESTIONS
1) How can God choose not to heal someone when He already purchased their healing? Was His blood enough for all sin, or just certain sins? Were the stripes He bore only for certain illnesses, or certain seasons of time? When He bore stripes in His body He made a payment for our miracle. He already decided to heal. You can’t decide not to buy something after you’ve already bought it.  (Bill Johnson)
There are no deficiencies on His end – neither the covenant is deficient, nor His compassion or promises. All lack is on our end of the equation. The only time someone wasn’t healed in the Bible (gospels) is when the disciples prayed for them.  (Bill Johnson)
2) Who did Jesus not heal when they came to Him for healing? When did He ever say that the Father had given them a sickness so they would become more holy or humble? Never. (Bill Johnson)
What about Job?  I’m not a disciple of Job; I’m a disciple of Jesus. Job was the question; Jesus is the answer. If I read Job and it doesn’t lead me to Jesus, then I never understood the question. All the law and the prophets were to create an awareness of need. That awareness prepared Israel for a savior. To return to the standards of the law and the prophets at the expense of ignoring the perfect revelation of the Father given to us in the person of Jesus Christ is not good. It puts us back in the place of control where we do what is humanly possible—and call it ministry. (Bill Johnson)
Unlike NT believers, Job did not receive power and authority over sickness and demons.  Nonetheless, Job was healed!

3) If you pray you won't sin and you sin, was it God's will?  If you pray someone will be saved and it doesn't happen, was it God's will?  If you pray for healing and the person is not healed, was it God's will?  

Does God want us to sin?  Do we sin?  Does God want people to go to hell?  Do some?  Does God want sick people to stay sick?  Do some?  Is it God's fault when undesirable things happen?  

4) If it is not good to preach, based on our experience, that a little bit of sin is OK because nobody (besides Jesus) has lived without sinning, then why is it OK to teach, based on our experience, that some sicknesses will not be healed?  Shouldn’t we instead teach what Jesus told and showed His disciples regarding healing just like we teach that the Bible says we should be holy (and not sin)?  
5) Why go to a doctor or hospital if God wants you sick?  If God does not want you healed, why do you want to get better?  This would not be God’s will.  If God wants us sick, why take medicine?  Should we welcome all sickness, including headaches and tooth decay, if this is God’s will?  Are doctors working against God and His will? 
6) How can anyone pray in faith (Js 5:15) for healing unless it is the Lord’s will to heal?  If it is God’s will for some to remain sick for His glory, where is this class of people in the scripture?  Failure in one instance by the disciples to bring healing merely proved that it was still God’s will to heal despite the disciples.  Doesn’t nature, with built-in healing, reveal Christ’s attitude toward the healing of our bodies?  If sickness, as some say, is the will of God for His faithful children then is it a sin for them to desire to be well?  If God wants some of His worshipers to be sick for His glory, as some teach, then why did Jesus never hesitate to rob the Father of glory by healing all who came to Him?  Did Jesus relinquish His purpose of “healing all who were under the power of the devil” (Acts 10:38) after His resurrection?  Does He want the works of the devil that He previously destroyed to now remain in our bodies? (F. F. Bosworth)
